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ICRI Presentation Guidelines

ICRI strives to ensure that the presentations we offer at our National Conventions and Chapter Events are generic in nature; not a sales pitch for the presenter or the presenters company. A presentation that turns into a sales pitch can upset attendees who are there to learn. Many chapter leaders have asked if ICRI can help them with ensuring their local chapters are also generic in nature. Below are the prerequisites we require to be a presenter. Don’t be afraid to ask for the presentation in advance to ensure it is generic. Be clear and concise when informing your presenters of your rules and their consequences.

How to become a presenter.

First, provide an OUTLINE or an ABSTRACT (a one-paragraph description) of your presentation when asked or when you have it available. You should plan to be ready to present for 30 to 45 minutes. You will submit your ideas or abstracts to the Chairman of the TAC Convention Session Subcommittee when the call for presentations goes out. That subcommittee will review all submittals and decide on a line-up for the convention. Those submitting will be notified no later than two weeks after the submittal deadline of their status as a presenter for the upcoming event.  Competition for space as a presenter is getting more intense with each convention as we attract the talents of the MOST qualified members. Don’t wait too long to submit your abstract for consideration. 

The prerequisites for any ICRI presentation are as follows; 

1) Submit your completed presentation for peer review on or before due date. Your presentation will be cancelled if you do not submit your complete presentation.

2) Ensure that your presentation, in its entirety, is completely GENERIC.

a. No product specific names anywhere on ANY slide.

b. No company names or logos anywhere on any slide.

c. No photos of proprietary materials anywhere on any slide.

d. Refrain from repeated company or product name recitation in your notes.

e. First slide of presentation may include presentation name, your name, and your company name and logo. 

3) Submit when requested a short one or two sentence bio of the presenter to be used for a proper introduction.

4) Sign and return the official ICRI release form.
