Regional Representative Duties

The Regional Representative is elected by a Region to represent that region on the ICRI Board of Directors. After garnering consensus amongst the chapters in that region, the Representative should maintain communication with the leadership of the chapters in that Region to the best of the Representative’s abilities. Leaders should reach out to the Representative if there are questions, issues, or concerns not currently being addressed by ICRI.

1. Ensure each chapter in your region has your current contact information.

2. Maintain consistent communication with leaders in your region throughout the year, including submission of articles of Chapter events, and calendar items for upcoming Chapter events for inclusion in the CRB  

3. Request that they copy you on all correspondence with ICRI National.
4. Communicate with Chapter Presidents and assist them as needed in completing the Annual Chapter Award or Annual Report forms.
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5. Prior to each ICRI Convention, communicate with Chapter leaders regarding the Chapter Delegate program, with emphasis on the requirements for the Delegates to attend BOTH the Inter-Chapter Luncheon AND the Chapters Committee meeting on the last day of the convention. 
6. Attend the Regional Roundtable meetings when they are held in your area, and strongly encourage Chapter leaders to send two participants to the meetings.

7. Travel to each chapter in your region and participation in their events is strongly encouraged.

8. Attend the three in-person Board of Director meetings: at World of Concrete, at the ICRI Spring Convention and at the ICRI Fall Convention.

9. Participate in the monthly Board of Director conference calls.

10. Report to each Chapter President in your Region within 2 weeks to 30 days maximum after an ICRI Board Meeting.
