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ICRI Presentation Guidelines

In alignment with the national level of ICRI, the individual Chapters of ICRI are also committed to providing high-quality, educational presentations at our local chapter events. To maintain the integrity of our programs, presentations must be informative and non-commercial—not a sales pitch for the presenter or their company. Attendees participate to gain knowledge, and presentations that focus on sales or proprietary content can diminish the value of our events.

How to become a presenter.

To be considered as a presenter, you must first submit an outline or abstract (a one-paragraph description) of your presentation. This should be provided well in advance of presentation deadlines. Presentations should be 30 to 45 minutes in length, with additional time allotted at the end for questions. Presentation proposals should be submitted to the Chapter for review. The appropriate committee at the chapter level will evaluate all submissions and determine which are appropriate for upcoming events.

The prerequisites for any ICRI presentation are as follows; 

All submitted presentations for a chapter event must meet the following criteria:

1. Submission & Peer Review
· A completed version of your presentation must be submitted for peer 
review at least one week prior to the scheduled presentation date.

· Failure to submit your presentation by this deadline may result in cancellation.

2. Non-Commercial & Non-Proprietary Content
· Presentations must be entirely generic and non-proprietary in nature.

· The first slide may include the presentation title, presenter’s name, company name, and logo.

· No product-specific names may appear anywhere in the presentation.

· No company names or logos may appear on any slide except the first.

· No photos of proprietary materials should be included.

· Avoid repeated verbal references to a company or product name.

3. Presenter Bio Submission
· Submit a short biography for use in your introduction.
